Sidewalks in the Village are thronged with
residents, students, and tourists alike. Students
and faculty meet and socialize in the many
restaurants and cafes surrounding the school,
while local small theaters and jazz clubs make
for a welcome break from studying. For those in
need of fresh air, nearby Union Square Park is

a great place for relaxing, people watching, and
picking up fresh-produce from vendors at the
farmers market. Parsons” buildings at the corner
of Fifth Avenue and 13th Street house studios,
offices, galleries, computer labs, and a large
design library with visual, printed, and on-line
services. Dormitories are within walking distance
of everything the Village has to offer, as well

as public transportation to New York’s
surrounding areas.

Uptown, the fashion department at Parsons is at
the cornerstone of Seventh Avenue, the epicenter
of the fashion industry. Near Times Square and
Broadway, the fashion department is surrounded
by iconic New York, as well as blue chip studios,
wholesalers, and textile and trimming retailers.
Here, students live and breathe fashion, sur-
rounded by professionals and immersed in the
culture of the industry.

Parsons’ ideally located uptown and downtown
campuses make living and studying in New York
a valuable experience for art and design students.

Our location in Manhattan is central to the
Parsons experience. The vitality of the city’s
environment, the unmatchable wealth of cultural
institutions, and the diverse sources of inspira-
tion, information, and participation can not be
duplicated in most other locations. The faculty
and students take full advantage of this cultural

treasure trove and the dynamic interplay of
formal education and New York culture. The
unique experience of living, studying, and work-
ing in New York is central to Parsons’ programs.

Student discounts (with valid New School

ID) are offered by many stores and cultural
institutions around the city. Many museums,
for example, ask patrons to pay a “suggested
donation” which means that students can pay as
lictle as a dollar or two for admission. There are
many performance spaces, such as the Brooklyn
Academy of Music, that offer Student Rush
tickets (usually two hours prior to performance),
allowing students to attend performances for a
greatly reduced price.

VISITING PARSONS

While deciding on the right school, it is impor-
tant to develop a realistic impression of prospec-
tive schools. Visiting and touring schools and

Transportation around the city

Getting around Manhattan via public transpor-
ta-tion is cheap and easy. Although the subway
and bus systems may seem daunting at first,
students navigate the city with confidence within
the first months of arriving at Parsons. Both up-
town and downtown locations are at the center
of major public transportation hubs. Subway sta-
tions and bus stops are within one to two blocks
of campus buildings, enabling students to easily
travel nearly anywhere in Manhattan, Brooklyn,
Queens, and the Bronx.

Subways and buses operate on the MetroCard
system, a declining balance card which riders
swipe at turnstiles. Currently, the fare is $2 per
ride.

ACADEMIC PROGRAMS

There is no better resource than Parsons for
design talent and industry success. With 30
full-time faculty members and more than 675
adjunct faculty members, Parsons’ students have
the unique advantage of being taught by New
York’s successful, working artists and designers.
Faculty members and visiting critics—like instal-
lation artist Brian Tolle, architect David Lewis,
communication designer Charles Nix, and
interior designer Shashi Caan—are principals

in their own design firms, hold key positions in
the art and design community, and frequently
have their work published. Parsons’ strong ties
to industry bring numerous guest lecturers and
critics into forums and classrooms. Visiting crit-
ics include: Richard Meier, Donna Karan, Mayer
Rus, Arthur Corwin, and Paula Scher.

Parsons offers ten undergraduate majors. Three
of the majors, Design and Management, Design
and Technology, and Photography, include a
direct entry option for freshmen. Most students
spend their freshman year in Foundation, a
specialized course of study designed to give
students a broad range of basic skills that guides
them naturally to the major that is right for
them individually.

Architectural Design The BFA of Architectural
Design provides an interdisciplinary education
in design of the built environment, developing
students ability to work at a variety of scales
and creative situations. In a studio environment,
students study the design of landscapes, cities,
buildings, interiors, and the objects inside them.

What do you do when you graduate?
Architectural Design graduates are prepared for
careers in many possible fields including archi-
tecture, interior design, urban studies, landscape
architecture, exhibition or set design, and 3-D
information design. Students graduating from

the BFA in Architectural Design program can
apply for admission to the Parsons” Masters of
Architecture program and complete this profes-
sional degree in two years.

Communication Design Students in Commu-
nication Design learn to create visual commu-
nication, to understand and utilize information
and technology, and to act as socially responsible
citizens. Students learn the value of teamwork,
collaboration, and communication and presenta-
tion skills as they acquire an understanding of
typography, design concepts, design technol-
ogy, and visual vocabulary. Students develop
their abilities to communicate and to empower
through the visual form.

What do you do when you graduate?
Communication Design graduates have many
career options, including advertising and pro-
motion, internet and website design, package
design, editorial design (magazines, books, and
other publishing disciplines), collateral design
(brochures, direct mail, invitations, etc.),
corporate design (logos and identity programs,
and sometimes display and signage), and infor-
mation design (the organization and communi-
cation of data through graphics and navigational
systems). Graduates in Communication Design
not only earn a comfortable living in their
chosen profession, but in many cases can earn
as much as doctors, lawyers or engineers. More
importantly, Communication Design graduates
find their jobs fulfilling and rewarding.

Design and Management Students in the
Department of Design and Management earn
a Bachelor of Business Administration (BBA)

Degree. This program prepares students for the
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business-side of design with a firm foundation in
the liberal arts (including art history and design
history), a hands-on overview of the design dis-
ciplines, and core skills in the basics of general
business management.

What do you do when you graduate?

Graduates of the Design and Management BBA
are trained in the business principals of design,
product development, marketing, and general
management. They receive a broad foundation
that enables them to manage design projects,
concepts, and strategies. Upon graduation, De-
sign and Management students begin entry-level
positions in marketing, public relations, brand
strategy, advertising, retail buying, account
management, and project management in a wide
range of design-related industries. Many of our
students also begin their own small businesses.

Design and Technology The Design and Tech-
nology Department intertwines traditional art
and design education with computer technology.
The curriculum emphasizes exploration, innova-
tion, collaboration, and real-world, hands-on
projects. Students are exposed to the full range
of applied digital technology, including the Web,
time-based media (audio, video, and animation),
interactive programming, and physical computing
(robotics, embedded control, and installations).

What do you do when you graduate?

Many careers are available in design and
technology fields, and new ones are continually
emerging. Graduates pursue careers in such
disciplines as television, film, internet, and
wireless communications. They work with
designers and engineers to create innovative,
technologically-advanced products in graphic
design, advertising, animation, game design,

as well as in the fine arts.

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Fashion Design The Department of Fashion
Design immerses students in the fashion
industry while cultivating and nurturing
personal vision and point of view. Research,
critical thinking, design illustration, and fabrica-
tion are the key elements informing the core of
the Department. Students experience a broad
range of real-world design problems including
menswear, childrenswear, sportswear, activewear,
accessories, and costume design through the
course of their studies.

What do you do when you graduate?

There is a broad range of career options for
fashion graduates. Many fashion designers work
for apparel manufacturers, creating designs of
men’s, women’s, and children’s fashions. It is also
possible to become an entrepreneur and found

a label, and/or open a boutique. Graduates can
work as costume designers for film, theater, or
television, or work for magazines, public rela-
tions firms, and salons. Employment opportuni-
ties also exist with textile, apparel, and pattern
manufacturers, distributors of clothing, furnish-
ings, and accessories.

Fine Arts The Fine Arts Department directs
students’ energies and talents so that they

may bring to their work a broad knowledge,
wide-ranging experience, and well-developed
visual acuity. Drawing, color, form, space,
composition, and material become the arena for
exploration, while mastering the language

of contemporary art.

What do you do when you graduate?

Fine Arts graduates are prepared to begin their
careers as professional painters, sculptors, and
printmakers. Already indoctrinated to the New
York art scene, graduates pursue exhibitions

at galleries and museums. Many graduates use
their expertise to gain employment within major

art institutions and go on to curate and write
articles, as well as make artwork. For those who
wish to teach, they may continue their education
by entering an MFA program that will qualify
them to teach art at all levels, from primary
school through college, or an art education cer-
tification program, specifically oriented toward
primary and high school art education.

The
components of this education are proficiency
in drawing and media based skills; creativity in
concepts and problem-solving; literacy in art
and design history and current social and cul-
tural concerns; and fluency in technological
tools and software.

What do you do when you graduate?

[lustration graduates enjoy fun broad-based
careers in design and illustration. Illustrators
create drawings and cartoons for newspapers and
magazines, draw comic strips and graphic novels,
illustrate children’s books, design book covers,
and create natural science and medical illustra-
tions. They are adept at animation, and can
create animation for television shows and movies,
as well as the internet. Illustration is a changing
field that also includes digital design, typography,
and digital photography. This includes every-
thing from web design to film as storyboard
artists and directors. Career opportunities are
always presenting themselves in new ways for
professional illustrators.

Integrated Design Curriculum The
Integrated Design Curriculum (IDC) is an
interdisciplinary program that combines study

of design, technology, and the liberal arts to
develop broadly competent designers. The IDC
curriculum explores projects that revolve around
three core areas of study: Design Studio, the
Liberal Arts, and the IDC Core Colloquia. All
are designed to build strong observation and
communication skills that are applied to real-
world problems.

What do you do when you graduate?

IDC graduates are uniquely prepared to
participate in a large variety fields. Because its
graduates will have been trained in many differ-
ent design fields, with an emphasis on collabora-
tion, they will be able to choose their career less
on the basis of design discipline, and more on
the basis of sociological or philosophical interest.
IDC grads will be able to work with other pro-
fessionals like sociologists and urban planners
to help solve large scale urban design prob-
lems. They can also work with architects and
interior designers to design aspects of personal
living spaces. The IDC is based around building
analytical and critical skills and combining them
with broad and deep design knowledge. This
adds up to a skill base that is desirable in a large
number of professions.

Interior Design Interior Design students learn
the history and theories underlying contempo-
rary interiors and focus on creating spaces and
environments that respond to specific human
needs. By exploring a diversity of projects,
students gain a deep understanding of design
ideas, materials, and technologies, and find their
expression in color, texture, light, and form.
Students learn to visualize and execute their
three-dimensional design concepts with a
comprehensive knowledge and understanding
of materiality, color, and the decorative arts.
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What do you do when you graduate?

Interior Design graduates can join design firms
that work in residential, contract-commercial,
hospitality design, set design, landscaping, or
retail design; they can focus on design manage-
ment, design journalism and education, and
other challenging options. The degree in Interior
Design, combined with a professional appren-
ticeship, also qualifies students for the NCIDQ
professional licensing examination. Many gradu-
ates go on to pursue masters degrees in Architec-
ture or Lighting Design.

Photography The Department of Photography
educates photographers about the evolving
creative position of the “photographer” today,
integrating new technologies and media with
traditional principals of study. Students experi-
ence unique multidisciplinary classes that blend
new and evolving digital technologies with tra-
ditional design and photography fundamentals,
while augmenting their photographic studies

with a strong liberal arts core.

What do you do when you graduate?
Photography graduates are prepared to enter the
world as professional photographers. This can
mean working for magazines and newspapers,
for advertising firms, or as freelancers. Many
photographers work in both the commercial and

What do you do when you graduate?

The boundaries and definitions of the traditional
role of the product designer are blurring and
have created new opportunities in the profession.
Professional product designers are concerned
with designing and shaping products from
household goods and furniture to specialized
equipment for domestic and industrial uses.

Academic Rigor and Responsibility

The degree programs at Parsons are academically
challenging, time demanding, and ultimately,
professionally rewarding for emerging designers.

‘This differs significantly from a traditional liberal
arts degree (BA) in which art and design content
is limited to twenty-five percent.

foundational, general education in Critical Stud-
ies (including art history and design history), a
hands-on overview of the design disciplines, and
particularized study in the various knowledge-
areas of general management. Approximately
half of the credits required for the degree are
satisfied through general education and Criti-
cal Studies courses. The other half of credits
required for the degree are split between courses
in art and design (including hands-on, studio
experience) and courses in general management.

Bachelor of Arts/Bachelor of Fine Arts (BA/
BFA) Parsons, in conjunction with Eugene Lang
College The New School for Liberal Arts, offers
a ﬁve-year BA/BFA dual degree, in which an
extensive liberal arts program is combined with

a studio major. Two separate degrees are earned.

They
assist students who need help communicating,
managing stress, solving problems, organizing
time or developing more productive study habits
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and skills, and refer students to health profes-

Our advisors have extensive knowledge of the
various departments within Parsons and the
larger university, act as liaisons between students
and school personnel, and collaborate with the
major department chairs, advisors, and faculty to
help students succeed.

Academic Support Students who use a writ-
ing coach, counselor, tutor, or teacher tend to
develop and learn far more effectively.

Additionally, some departments may offer sup-
port workshops for students enrolled in required
studio coursework.

Choosing a Major Around April first of the
foundation year, students choose a major
discipline that begins their sophomore year.
Throughout the foundation year they participate
in a series of programs and activities designed

to assist them in making an informed decision

about their major. Some of the most impor-
tant criteria for this decision are self-awareness,
analysis of one’s ability, style, and interests, and
an understanding of the career options available
in each discipline. The process that students go
through is a challenging one and parental sup-
port is important during this process.

Due to the specialized nature of the curriculum
of each department, changing majors during

or after the sophomore year can add time and
expense to the pursuit of a degree. Therefore,
the Office of Advising in collaboration with
Core Studies and the academic departments
provide comprehensive Major Choice program-
ming and advising to students so that they are
well informed and supported in deciding upon
their major.

The Office of Career Services helps students
translate a Parsons education into the profession-
al work world. Many programs and services are
offered to degree students beginning in the first
year, and are extended through graduation and
beyond. Our alumni are leaders in design and
have become some of the most accomplished
artists, designers, architects, educators, photogra—
phers, and illustrators in the world.

Our staff is made up of advisors who each have
degrees in design and thereby have the profes-
sional background to guide students in their
career endeavors. Students learn how to apply
their creative talents and presentation skills to
their career goals. The office provides an acces-
sible environment where students can explore
career-related questions while developing their
life plans. The office of Career Services sponsors
a range of resources to help students launch their
career paths. The online job board, workshops,
career advising, internships, career days, and
lectures are some of the services the office pro-
vides. Parsons Career Services supports students
professional goals throughout their education
and beyond.

For students: Career Services offers advising on
selecting a major, finding an internship, and
developing a professional portfolio. Students can
access jobs, internship listings, and can post their
resumes and portfolios for potential employers
via the online job board. Our advisors are here
to help students make contacts in the design
industry and find internships that will further
develop their professional experience.

From college to career: Our advisors in Career
Services are here to support students in mak-
ing the transition from school to work as they
prepare to search for their first job or begin
their freelance careers. Career Services hosts
on-campus recruiting events and coordinates
information sessions on job opportunities with
prestigious companies.

Internship opportunities Internships are an
important way of gaining experience for future
employment possibilities.

Career Workshops Career Workshops are
scheduled each semester at the request of the
major departments. They are tailored to the
specific professional interests and needs related
to the major. Workshops include Resume
Writing, Interviewing Techniques, and How to

Conduct a Job Search.

Career days Career Days are held in the spring
semester and often coincide with each depart-
ment’s senior show. Industry employers and
company representatives meet individually with
graduating seniors. The students have an out-
standing opportunity to present their resumes
and portfolios to industry professionals, to ask
questions about working in their chosen fields,
and to network with prospective employers.

Professional panels The Career Services
department hosts a series of panel discussions
featuring professional artists and designers. This
is a forum for students to learn about emerging
trends, new technologies, and to gain profes-
sional insight through lively events.

Networking opportunities Faculty, admin-
istration, board members, visiting artists and
designers, panelists, and notable alumni are

Parsons students are surrounded by
dynamic design professionals every day, and
are encouraged to meet and engage with design
professionals at events on campus, as well as at
external industry events.

Students also have access to Alumni Connec-
tions, an online resource where they can search
alumni profiles and connect with Parsons’
graduates, and form invaluable professional
connections.

Seminars for students and alumni Lectures
and panel discussions are offered throughout
the year to address the career concerns of artists,
designers, and business entrepreneurs.

How To Apply

In general, to be eligible to apply for assistance
under the programs listed above students must
be matriculated in a degree program and be
enrolled at least half-time. In addition, to be
eligible for federal assistance, students must
not be in default or owe a refund on any of the
federal aid programs. Students interested in
applying for the government and institutional
financial assistance programs listed above must
complete a Free Application for Federal Student
Aid (FAFSA) using The New School’s code of
002780 annually. Students are encouraged to
file this form electronically at www.fafsa.ed.gov.
Completion and submission of the FAFSA will
enable Student Financial Services to receive

a need analysis report, or Student Aid Report
(SAR), electronically. International scudents may
be eligible to receive institutional scholarships
and may apply by completing the International
Student Scholarship Application annually.

Estimated Cost of Attendance and
Determining Eligibility

The information on student resources contained
in the Student Aid Report (SAR) allows Student
Financial Services to determine a student’s eligi-
bility for institutional scholarship awards as well
as eligibility for federal aid programs. The ex-
pected student contribution and aid from other
sources are subtracted from the student expense
budget to determine the individual student’s
financial need. Thus, a simple expression of the
financial aid equation is represented by the
following formulation:

Student Expense Budget — Available Resources
= Need.
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Your student expense budget, or Cost of At-
tendance, is the foundation on which eligibility
for student financial assistance is determined.
Federal laws regulating the disbursement of
funds to students receiving Title IV aid (includ-
ing subsidized and unsubsidized Federal Pell
Grants, Federal Supplemental Opportunity
Grants, Federal Stafford Loan, Federal Perkins
Loan, and Federal Work-Study awards) dictate
the expense items that can be included when
calculating COA budgets. Allowable expenses
for the period of enrollment are tuition and fees,
books and supplies, room and board, other
personal expenses, transportation costs, and
federal loan fees.

Billing and Payment Information An invoice
for fall semester’s tuition and fees, including
approved financial aid awards, is mailed to
students during July. Payment is due in August.
For the spring semester, invoices are mailed
during December and payment is due the first
week in January. Invoices will be mailed only to
registered students. Fall students will be charged
a $150 late fee if they register after the specified
payment arrangements deadline in early August.
Payment for tuition, fees, and housing may be
made by bank debit card and cash (in person
only), or by personal check (made payable to
The New School), Visa, MasterCard, American
Express, or wire transfer. There is also a monthly
payment plan.

Academic Standing and Financial Aid
Satisfactory academic progress is a crucial fac-
tor in maintaining eligibility for state, federal,
and institutional Financial Aid. In addition
to the standards described above, certain aid
programs (such as New York State’s TAP) may
have additional or different academic progress

requirements. Failure to meet these requirements

may jeopardize a student’s continued financial
assistance. Students should contact the Financial
Aid Office if they have questions about general
requirements or personal status. A student who
loses financial aid eligibility because of failure to
satisfy academic progress requirements may have
his or her financial aid reinstated if satisfactory
academic standing is regained or if he or she is
readmitted to the academic program.

Housing and Residence Life University
Housing offers housing accommodations to
undergraduate and graduate students, and pro-
vides students with the opportunity to live and
study in an international community of their
peers in an invigorating city. Student housing
offers a secure, supervised, and supportive envi-
ronment that can ease the transition from home
to college, from culture to culture, and from
rural/suburban to urban. Freshmen are strongly
encouraged to reside in student housing.

A strong and very active residence life staff in the
primarily freshmen residences—Loeb Hall and

Loeb Hall is ideal for first-time college students
looking for a strong community and active pro-
grams and events, and features apartment-style
living in a communal environment. Each of the
residence halls has its own character.

The 20th Street Residence
Hall, located in the historic Chelsea district, is
home primarily to upper level students. While
returning students mingle with freshmen at the
Village residences, many of them join graduate

A staff
of physicians, nurse practitioners, physician as-
sistants, nurses, and office assistants are available
to serve students’ medical needs.

Services shares the University’s philosophy

of encouraging all students to reach their
highest level of achievement and recognizing
and embracing individual differences. Student
Disability Services assists students with dis-
abilities in obtaining equal access to academic
and programmatic services, and in providing
accommodations designed to assist students with
disabilities as required by the American Disabili-
ties Act of 1990 (ADA) and Section 504 of the
Federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

Students who have disabilities are encouraged
to self-identify. While there is no deadline by
which to identify oneself as having a disability,
early disclosure helps ensure that reasonable ac-

commodations can be made prior to the start of
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the student’s courses. Once a student has self-
identified, a meeting will be arranged to review
appropriate medical documentation from a
qualified clinician and discuss the student’s
needs and concerns.
